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Sportident in Maritime orienteering Future?

It is the age old question of
which came first question the
chicken or the egg? Does orien-
teering in the Maritimes need
electronic timing to grow the
sport?

It is now over a year since
the successful COC2008 was
held in NB with the assistance of
outside electronic timing support
from Ottawa, Calgary and the
USA. The founder and owner of
Sportident, Seigfried Ritter even
made a trip to NB during which
he promoted his product which
has become the defacto North
American electronic timing stan-
dard. There is now even techni-
cal support for the product
based out of Ottawa. Part of the
funds raised by ONB from host-
ing COC2008 were designated
to be used as seed money to
start the purchase of timing
equipment for ONB.

For many reasons it would
appear that the project has been
side-tracked. ONB has gone
through a re-organization with

the One Club concept being
accepted at the 2008 AGM.
That process is still not com-
plete. No single volunteer let
alone a group of interested ori-
enteers has yet stepped forward
to lead the Sportident (SI) acqui-
sition and implementation pro-
ject. Capital equipment pur-
chase support is limited; as
Foundations like the Saint John
Canada Games organization
have had to cut back on grants
to assist sporting organizations
after the market crash of 2008
and the provincial government in
NB, unlike most other Canadian
jurisdictions does not assist
sport organizations with the
funding of capital costs. Our
OANS neighbours have not
made a decision on the purchase
of equipment either which af-
fects the ability to host a larger
event where one might need 40

or more S| timing units.

The topic will no doubt pre-
sent itself at the ONB 2009
Annual General Meeting in

Moncton on November 21. Will
you be there to express your
thoughts and lend your assis-
tance to moving this project
forward for the benefit of orien-

teering in the Mritimes?

“Goat” orienteering introduction at Mactaquac

The last major event in the
20009 fall schedule for ONB,
being held at Mactaquac provin-
cial park will see the course
setter, Stig Skarborn, introduce
a new challenge for course 5.

Goat racing is well know in
the USA where it has been
popularized with several irregu-

lar and regular events.

The key concepts found in a
goat event include orienteering,
mass start, a requirement to visit
controls in sequence, an element
of climb if possible, flair, fun,
following (unlike regular orien-
teering) and competitive camara-
derie.

The COC2009 in Manitoba
featured a “Prairie Goat” that

was fast, fun and humbling. Dur-
ing that particular event you
could drop one or more con-
trols (not back to back) based

upon your age and sex.

Course Setter’s thoughts:

This night O will be about fun and getting comfortable with orienteering at night if it is new to you. Night ori-
enteering requires constant contact with the map as relocation in the dark can be much tougher than during

the day. This is an excellent chance to practise this skill.

The map is in an area that will be new to most of you. This will make up for any lack of complexity in the
map and terrain. The location is dark at night aside from light from the lodge and the one you and others
carry. It will be a new moon (not really visible) so there will be little illumination from above unless the sky
is exceptionally clear. The course will be predominately on simple trail loops but even these can be tricky at
night. It is estimated that if you ace the course it should take about 30 minutes or less. There is little in the
way of rock on the map. The forest is mainly conifer. Some areas have been clear cut. If there is rain some
of the trails will be damp in spots. There will be two levels of courses: 1 for novices and 2 for those who
want a longer challenge. This event will not be as long as the previous two Tri O night o’s at Wentworth
Valley park. Controls will have a reflector on them making them potentially visible from a long distance.



Gittens Lodge is an outdoor environmental education centre operated by the NSCC Truro. It has bunk beds for 30, hot water,
a kitchen, bathrooms, 1 shower and lots of parking. It is located in the middle of a forested area that has been partially cut in the

recent pass.

How on earth to get there? It is a bit complicated but worth the driving challenge. Basically it is east of Truro but and south of
highway 104.

Accommodation: There is bunk space for at least 25 at a price of $10 a person for the night. You would need your own sleeping
bag, pillows, towel etc.

Meals: Three meals will be available Saturday evening and Sunday morning including:
5 pm: a light late lunch before the Night O (soup, hummus and pate),
8:30 -9 pm: (post night O) a carbohydrate meal (African potato/lentil dish, salad, and sweet potatoe pie)

8 am: breakfast (Quinoa fruit porridge and rice risotto).

Bobbie will be preparing the food along a gluten free vegetarian theme which will leave you light enough to race and fully nour-
ished for peak performance. Up to 30 people can be provided for if advance notice is sent to her by Friday night Oct. 16 at 6 pm.

Meals will be $5 each or $10 for all three. Please pay at the meal.
Kitchen assistance will be appreciated especially on the clean up.
